Aim: I can present the arguments for and against in an essay

1. Warm-up activity
Think about the following ideas. Say whether you agree or disagree with each of points:

3. You can't be happy if you can't even afford food and clothing.

4. Rich people often find it harder to make genuine friends.

5. Money is becoming more and more important in today's capitalist society.

6. Relationship with people produce more happiness than money.

7. Having too much money can lead to boredom because there are no challenges in your life.

8. Worries about money are a cause of unhappiness.

2. Do you agree with the conclusion of one of the essays on this topic? Why / Why not?

"To sum up, I would say that money can improve the condition of people who do not have enough cash to live comfortably. However, money alone is not enough to bring happiness; you also need good relationships."
