The mystery of a child who lived on fresh air and manipulation.

In February 1876, Sarah Jacob , then 10 years old complained to her mother that she had a pain in her stomach.

Her mother kept her back from school and when the child’s condition worsened the doctor was called. . He diagnosed catalepsy , which was then a catch –all term for ‘’absolutely no idea.’’

For some time Sarah was very ill, and when she eventually recovered , she appeared to be a different person. She offten had violent fits and became hysterical at the sight of food. For the next two years she ate nothing at all.

Six years after Sarah first fell ill , Sir William Gull diagnosed the first official case of anarexia. There had been plenty of anorexics before 1873 , but the disease was not seen then as a psychological disorder . But  today the question is asked , was she a saint , or was she a fraud manipulated by charlatans for money ?
