BERGAMOT IN FOCUS

If you want to create a calm atmosphere, make a soothing cup of tea or (0) ___M___ in problem skin, look no further than bergamot.

The plant bergamot (Citrus bergamia) is named after Bergamo, an attractive town in Northern Italy where it was first sold (1)______. It is thought that Christopher Columbus brought the bergamot tree to Italy from the East and, although it was once found only in the Bergamo region, (2) ______ in Calabria, Southern Italy and along the North African coast.

The essential oil is cold-pressed (3)______ of its fruit, which looks similar to a small round yellowish orange, but is (4)______ to eat, even when ripe. The oil, however, has a wonderfully fresh aroma. Essential oil of bergamot comes from this citrus plant, (5)______the herb Monarda didyma, which, rather confusingly, is also called bergamot.
