	WHAT MAKES PEOPLE DO IT?

It is the danger of the sport that lures people to it. Comparably, skydiving is very safe. For some people, skydiving begins to feel too safe, (3) __ . 

BASE jumpers fall from heights much lower (4) __ . Though they do not reach the same speeds, (5) __ . At the fastest part of a skydiver’s fall the ground is still distant, but BASE jumpers see it (6) __ .

ARE THEY MAD?
